The Arab Forum for Environment and Development
is governed by a Board of Trustees, representing
environmental experts alongside business, media,
and civil society leaders.

Responsibility (CER) initiative in Abu Dhabi,

on 29 November 2007, at the conclusion of
the Arab CER Summit, organized by AFED and
Environment Agency-Abu Dhabi (EAD).

Over 120 CEOs, representing major business
sectors from across the Arab world, have
committed fo advance the principles of
environmental responsibility and cleaner
production, and set a target fo reduce energy and
water consumption by 20% in their operations by
2012. Increasing members are doing so.

The CER program works with business enterprises
fo institutionalize environmental thinking and
action in corporate decision-making. It also

aims at developing a comprehensible roadmap
for navigating a transition to environmental
responsibility, by integrating environmental goals
more effectively info core business operations and
strafegy.
